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     Theyõve been in the stores for a few weeks already. 

Valentine hearts and assorted chocolate confections, 

along with the usual assortment of heart-adorned objects 

and related accessories, will soon be joined by beautiful 

red roses and a variety of other floral creations. February 

is the month when retailers remind us of the importance 

of expressing love to that òsomeone special.ó 

     Iõm not opposed to expressing love to others: it is 

something God commands that we do! And I believe 

showing love to the special people in our lives is a neces-

sity. But I do think we need to understand what love is 

really about. It is much more than warm fuzzy feelings 

and emotional responses designed more for the well-

being of retailers or spurring on the economy. It is much 

more than strong affection or even sexual attraction. Love 

is one of the primary characteristics of Godõs nature and 

is His motivation for the greatest gift ever given to man-

kind. Love is what God demonstrated to the world, as the 

Apostle Paul reminds us. òBut God demonstrates His own 

love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ 

died for us.ó (Romans 5:8 NASB) 

     I remember back to the time when Cindy and I were 

dating in college. There was a popular comic strip created 

by New Zealand cartoonist Kim Casali simply titled òLove 

is é.ó These rather cute sayings had a way of capturing 

the lighter side of love. From time to time, some of them 

would be more serious, but for the most part they were 

designed to elicit a good feeling about love in the context 

of a relationship. They would often

      We know that love is much more than candy or cards 

or flowers. Love is far superior to a cute comic strip. The 

true meaning of love, as defined in the Bible, has been 

corrupted in the common usage of the English language 

and our society at large. Most often, love is confused with 

infatuation - that elated òhighó we get when we òfall in 

love.ó This kind of òloveó is something that often does not 

last, and unless replaced by true love, may result in bro-

ken relationships and misunderstanding. 

     The Bible tells us that love is from God, and it reveals 

to all that òGod is love.ó (1John 4:8). Love isn't something 

we feel, but rather, something that we do. While I think 

the comic strip would be better titled òLove does,ó I doubt 

that would ever have caught on as much. But to its credit 

the comic strip exemplified that reality from time to time
